
[bookmark: _GoBack]FM Auditory Training-Research has demonstrated that many children with normal hearing (e.g., children with learning, reading, language, attention and/or auditory processing disorders) experience difficulties understanding speech in typical classroom environments (Crandell, Smaldino, & Flexer, 1995). Unfortunately, these perceptual difficulties can lead to diminished academic performance.  One well-recognized strategy for reducing the deleterious effects of noise and reverberation in such populations is the use of a Frequency Modulation (FM) system. With this in mind New Millennium Childcare & Language Development Center has received formal training in Frequency Modulation (FM). We are able to assist those children who have a hearing loss who use either the personal (body-worn or behind the ear) FM system.
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
